(Ephesians 2:1). Ezekiel 18:4 says, "The soul that sins, it shall die." It is because we are born spiritually dead 
that Jesus came to give us spiritual life (John 5:40; 10:10; 14:6; etc.). This is why Jesus told us that we must be 
born again (John 3:3). When we repent of our sins and believe in Jesus Christ, the Bible tells us that we "pass 
from death to life" (John 5:24; Romans 6:13; 1 John 3:14). "We are born dead in trespasses and sins, alienated, 
cut off, detached from the life of God. The day that man believed the devil’s lie (which is sin), he forfeited the life 
that distinguished him from the animal kingdom -- the life of God. When sin came in, the life went out." ~ Ian

Greg and I were at Riverside Park on Saturday. Since it's 4th of July weekend, not as many people were there. 
Still, we gave out a good number of tracts (mostly Million Dollar Bills and DaVinci Code).  
 
Greg met one young spanish-speaking man and gave him a spanish Million Dollar Bill. After reading some of the 
gospel message on the back, he pulled $7 out of his pocket and asked Greg if he could buy some more. Greg 
declined the money, but gave him the spanish Millions he had left along with several "Are You A Good Person?" 
tracts in spanish. It was great. Praise God! 
 
I was wearing one of my Name Ten Get $20 shirts which lead to three different witnessing encounters. I've 
uploaded two new MP3s to our One-2-One & Open Air Audios page.

They are a couple of young Christian ladies. Both tried the Name Ten challenge, but only named five or 
six. As Emily was taking her turn, Melissa read over the gospel message on her Ten Commandment 
Handout and said "This is good!" Afterwards, we took a couple of minutes to emphasize why we were 
doing this. That the Mirror of the Law shows us our sin and reveals our need for the Savior (see 
Galatians 3:24). Something really cool is Melissa works with Greg, so he'll be able to touch bases and 
continue to encourage her in the biblical gospel and sharing her faith. 

• Duane, Tanner & Ronnie 
Interestingly enough, these guys had just been talking about where to get ahold of some money for the 
day. Naturally, they were eager to try our Name Ten Get $20 challenge, which then lead to sharing the 
invaluable message of the gospel.

 
Sunday was Church in the Park. It's a big annual event where churches from various evangelical denominations 
come together. I gave out over 200 CDs of EZ's sermon (What's Your Hope In?) and put them in sleeves with 
our ministry's website on them. It seemed like a drop in the bucket, compared to the thousands of people there. 
However, I'm sure God took them where He wanted them to go. 
 
The pastor's sermon was a surprise! His message was a wake-up call to the collective church. He stated the 
church was in trouble and mentioned doubts and heresies that've taken root, along with a near-stagnant 
conversion rate. Then came the call to our responsibilities in biblical discipleship and being fishers of men. 
Praise God! I could scarcely believe it when he said if you're not fishing for men, you're essentially saying "Lord, 
thank you for saving me... now the rest of the world can just go to hell!" It was a convicting sermon, and I 
overheard a few people talking about it afterwards (one guy saying it was good to hear a sermon tell it like it is). 
I was able to catch the pastor for a moment to introduce myself and left him with my card and a Not My Job 
bookmark. 
 
Later that afternoon, my dad and stepmom took our family to the Circus Chimera in Medford. I gave out Million 
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Dollar Bill tracts to the any event staff I came across. I also learned that most of the circus performers were from 
Beijing China and made it a point to give Millions to as many of them as I could. During the intermission I gave 
Millions to people sitting in the audience. One couple was very interested in the tracts. He heads up Himalayan 
International Outreach, a ministry out of Berkley California. His wife told me her father is also involved in ministry 
and she wanted to know where he could get more of the tracts. I exchanged business cards with them, pointing 
them to our website and told them where they could find a link to Living Waters. 
 
OK, one last note... 
 
Tuesday (July 4th), my dad's band will be playing at the Josephine County fireworks display here in Grants 
Pass. This is pretty exciting, since they're a Christian band. Similar to the group Apologetix, they take classic 
rock songs and "redeem" them by putting Christian lyrics to the music. They'll be a great icebreaker for one-2-
one conversations (not to mention I'll be packing several hundred Giant $100 and Million Dollar Bill tracts).
