This O&A comes from The Evidence Bible.
 
O.  "I’ll wait until I am old, then I’ll get right with God."
 
A.  You may not get the chance. God may just lose patience with you and end your life. Perhaps you don’t think 
He would do such a thing. Then read Genesis 38:7 to see how God killed a man who was wicked. Jesus told of 
a man who boasted that he had so many goods that he would have to build bigger barns. God called the man a 
fool and took his life that night. 
 
Those who say they will repent in their own time lack the fear of God. Their understanding of His nature is 
erroneous. If they caught a glimpse of His holiness, His righteousness, and His consuming justice, they wouldn’t 
trifle with His mercy. Such arrogance needs to be confronted with the thunders of Mount Sinai. He is not wise 
who thinks he can outwit his Creator, enjoy a lifetime of sin, and repent at the last minute. Deathbed repentance 
is very rare. God killed a husband and wife because they told a lie (Acts 5:1–10). He lost patience with them. 
Most people think that God’s patience is eternal. It evidently is not. 
 
The Bible says that it is through the fear of the Lord that men depart from sin (Proverbs 16:6). If they don’t fear 
God, they will be complacent about their eternal salvation (Matthew 10:28).

We didn't know if the park would be busy or vacant because of Labor Day weekend, so "Plan 
B" was going to be heading down to Valley of the Rogue state park to witness amongst the campers. 
However, we found God had Riverside well stocked and the "fishing" was good.
 
Terri brought her guitar and started things off by playing to draw some attention. I then did a trivia give-away for 
some CDs and DVDs and had a great chance to preach the gospel open air. The team then followed that by 
giving out a number of tracts picking up several one-2-ones. Randy told me of a good encounter he had with a 
young man that had come to sit on the bench next to mine, listening to the full open air. A series of 
circumstances had left him homeless. As they talked, Randy took him back through the Good Person Test. The 
young man naturally failed the test, but Randy chose to give him the $20 anyways as an illustration of grace as 
he talked about our undeserving state and what Christ offers us anyways through the cross.

My wife Kelly (on the right in the picture above), came out street fishing with us for her first time. She got to talk 
one-2-four with a group of teens, as well as another one-2-one with a homeless woman. We were at the park for 
close to three hours. As we started to wrap up, I noticed there was a new group in and around the playground. I 
hopped up on a bench and began to draw the crowd, ending up with three to four dozen people as I went in to 
the open air. I gave it straight as we looked into the Mirror of the Law, preaching on sin and judgment followed by 
the grace at Calvary. It was amazing! I actually had people just come and sit to listen as I shared the gospel. 
Praise God!
